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The Faculty of Education has a long history of more than 100 years as a place for training teachers who can play their part in education
in Nagasaki Prefecture and other areas. So far many young students who aspired to become teachers have attended the lectures and
taken part in teaching practice at our faculty and have become currently active teachers.

In 1998, in addition to the existing Teacher Education Division, the Information Technology and Cultural Studies Division was newly
established. The former Division has three courses: the Elementary School Teacher Training Course, the Teacher Training Course on
Special Education Needs, and the Lower Secondary School Teacher Training Course. The Information Technology and Cultural
Studies Division contains the Information Technology and Media Course, the Cross Cultural Studies Course, and the Music and Fine
Arts Course. The Teacher Education Division aims to offer training of undergraduate students who will be able to contribute to
compulsory education as high-qualified teachers. The Information Technology and Cultural Studies Division aims to provide students
with abundant opportunities to acquire IT literacy and international understanding as well as expertise in education.
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The Faculty of Economics was founded originally as the Nagasaki Higher Commercial School, which was established in the Meiji
period (1905) as the third national high school, following the Tokyo Higher Commercial School (Hitotsubashi University) and Kobe
Higher Commercial School (Kobe University). The Faculty of Economics of Nagasaki University was created as part of the reform of
the educational system after World War II [

The Faculty of Economics is the only faculty that offers social science courses in Nagasaki University. The goal of the Faculty is to
produce practical economists by educating students to become suitable members of the contemporary global and information-oriented
society.

In addition to the six-division system that corresponds to the social needs of our times, the Faculty now has acquired a variety of
teaching staff from outside the University, such as experienced specialists of private companies, expert practitioners of think-tank
organizations, officials of government agencies, and international faculty members who help make the Faculty of Economics
distinguished and attractive.
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The School of Medicine is the oldest public medical school in Japan. Its history goes back to November 12th, 1857 at the end of Edo
period when the Dutch naval physician J.L.C. Pompe van Meerdervoort gave his lectures on western medicine for the first time in
Japan.

In those days, intellectuals from all over the country gathered in Nagasaki to study medicine and devote themselves to the
dissemination of the medical practice they developed here, to various regions of Japan. Since then, the School has been promoting a
wide variety of activities on the international level.

For Example, the School has been promoting academic exchange of medical students with University of Wuerzburg in Germany and
Leiden University in the Netherlands in connection with the historical figure of Dr. Phillipp Franz von Siebold who taught medicine in
Nagasaki. In addition, the Atomic Bomb Disease Institute has been conducting international collaborative research on radiation effects
by using to the fullest the Faculty's own experience incurred by the atomic bomb. Results from these research endeavors were highly
valued and the Graduate School of Biomedical Sciences was established in April, 2002.Meanwhile, in the previous year, the School of
Health Sciences was set up to produce highly educated medical personnel with good spirit, dignity, and willingness for contributing to
society.
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The School of Dentistry was founded on October 1, 1979, and still is the youngest national school of dentistry in Japan. The School is
not only a place for dental education and research, but also the central facility for dentistry in the western area of Kyushu, including a
number of isolated islands.

On April 1, 2002, the Nagasaki University Graduate School of Biomedical Sciences was established by reorganizing the existing three
Graduates Schools of Medical Sciences, Dentistry, and Pharmaceutical Sciences. Its mission is to shift the education and research hub
from the undergraduate to the graduate school in order to respond to the rapid sophistication and specialization of biomedical science,
and to try to promote the interdisciplinary studies and the advancement of education and research in those three areas.

The educational policy of our School is not just teaching the fundamental humane culture and broad scientific knowledge required for
dentists, but also educating at high levels of professional knowledge and attitude toward dentistry. During the six-year period of
education, students are expected to develop a well-rounded character and eagerness to contribute to human progress, and to grow as
reliable and excellent oral physicians.

Toward this goal, the School gives lessons and practical professional education in addition to lectures in the liberal arts, based on the
understanding that dentistry is a human life science as well as dental medicine centering around teeth, periodontal tissues, dentition,
maxillofacial area, etc. With the establishment of the Graduate School of Biomedical Sciences, the three-big-division system (Oral and
Maxillofacial Life Sciences, Oral and Maxillofacial Environmental Sciences, and Oral and Maxillofacial Regenerative Medical
Sciences) replaced the previous 19 departments with one clinical divisions, which has enabled instruction in both expert knowledge and
a variety of technical skills.

It should be recognized that the School's smooth operation cannot be possible without help from faculty members of the Graduate
School of Biomedical Sciences (Medical Sciences) in undertaking any part of education related to medicine.
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The School of Pharmaceutical Sciences has a history of more than 100 years with a philosophy of improving human health. Our staff
members work on research and development of safe new drugs that are effective and have fewer side effects, using chemical syntheses,
recombinant technology, and so on. Another important role of ours is to train competent pharmaceutical chemists who are engaged in
environmental health and the manufacturing, prescribing, and administering of drugs. Therefore, we have adopted clinical pharmacy
and pharmaco-informatics programs.

In 2002, the Graduate Schools of Pharmaceutical Sciences, Medicine, and Dentistry were each reorganized and integrated to establish
the Graduate School of Biomedical Sciences, for promoting active project research by interdepartmental collaboration.

On April 1%, 2006, the School of Pharmaceutical Sciences began a new educational system consisting of Departments of
Pharmaceutical Sciences (four-year program) and Pharmacy (six-year program), aspiring to educate researchers who contribute to the
advancement of the pharmaceutical sciences and of highly efficient pharmacists.
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The Faculty of Engineering was founded at Nagasaki University in 1966 and now consists of seven education and research departments,
namely, Mechanical Systems Engineering, Electrical and Electronic Engineering, Computer and Information Sciences, Structural
Engineering, Civil Engineering, Materials Science and Engineering, and Applied Chemistry.

Objectives of the Faculty of Engineering are to inspire the students to :

[1]raise their fundamental knowledge level and, further, to obtain straightforward common sense and an international outlook ;
[2]obtain the basic skills of engineering so as to enable themselves to study independently ;

[3]acquire the expertise to encounter problems with a scientific approach, creativity and application ability ;

[4]acquire the ability and inter-disciplinary understanding to evaluate the effects of technological development.
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The Faculty of Environmental Studies was established in 1997 as the first environmental faculty among the national
universities, in response to the demands of the twenty-first century, which may be termed as“ the century for environmental
concerns”. What is especially noteworthy is that it aims for a highly original synthesis of natural sciences, social sciences and
humanities in environmental education and research, aimed to surmount the environmental issues which face our everyday
life as well as on the global scale.

The ideals which the Faculty pursues are conservation of the environment, feasible development with human society, and
finally the attainment of harmonious symbiosis between humankind and the global environment in the face of increasingly
serious environmental problems.

As shown in the table below, the Faculty consists of four divisions: Environmental Policy, Cultural Environment,
Environmental Planning, and Natural Environmental Conservation. In the first two divisions research and education is
focused on social-economic systems, policy, law, culture, and philosophy behind the maintenance and the development of
harmonious symbiosis of human societies and the environment. Meanwhile, in the last two natural science divisions the
following subjects are taught as a basis of further investigation: the circulation of substances, the structures of the natural
environment and their reciprocal relationship, town development and ecological planning in which environmental
preservation is taken into consideration, and development of eco-friendly technology and products. The purpose of education
iIs to train students as environmental experts competent to tackle existing environmental problems in order to contribute to the
realization of the afore-mentioned ideals.
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The Faculty of Fisheries aims to offer training of students who will contribute to our life and welfare in the 21* century through
systematic education and research on aquatic environments and fisheries resources. The purpose of the education and research was
practical and directly related to fisheries production and utilization of fishery products in 1949, when the Faculty was established at
Nagasaki University. The objects of the education and research have further broadened and nowadays include improvement and
management of marine productivity, conservation and restoration of marine environment and bio-resources, and establishment of safe
and reliable systems for seafood utilization.

Trying to comply with current demands of society, the Faculty of Fisheries is and will remain a progressive organization for education
and research. By doing so, it will play an important role in the fishery and marine science on a global and regional scale, as one of the
university faculties located in Nagasaki, itself a center of fisheries.
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The Graduate School of Education, founded in 1994, originally consisted of two Departments and five Majors. In 2000, the two
Departments expanded the number of Majors to 10. The School has a somewhat shorter history compared with the undergraduate
course (the Faculty of Education), but it accepts a wider range of students and currently active teachers who wish to develop teaching
skills, and provides them with a curriculum including lectures on teaching, seminars and teaching practice. This curriculum can help
develop students' abilities to solve different educational problems in modern society and foster skills needed for leaders in local
education.
Each Department and Major aims not only to advance professional knowledge and skills but also to develop the skills essential for

teaching in practice. Above all, in the class of ‘ Classroom Management and Curriculum Improvement,’” students can pursue methods to
create new classes, together with Faculty staff and the teachers at affiliated schools.
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The Graduate School of Economics offers Masters and Doctoral courses.

The main focus of the Masters course is Policy Studies in Economics and Management which is further divided into two fields of study,
Research and Masters in Business Administration. The concept behind this is to train students to become *“highly-educated
professionals”.

The Doctoral course aims to educate students, who already have basic and professional knowledge, to develop their research and
practical problem-solving abilities. The main theme of the Doctoral course is Management and Decision-Making, incorporating
theoretical and scientific methods of managerial decision-making for businessmen and administrators. The Graduate School has an
extensive and comprehensive research and education system.

The Graduate School of Science and Technology, originally called the Graduate school of Marine Science and Engineering with a three
-year doctoral program, was established in 1988, and consisted of engineering and fisheries.

In 2000, the School adapted its educational system to form a unified two-year Master's degree program and a three-year Doctor's
degree program, and changed its name to the Graduate School of Science and Technology. With the participation of environmental
studies in 2004, the School expanded its departments from five to seven in the Master's Course (Mechanical Systems Engineering,
Electrical Engineering and Computer Science, Civil and Structural Engineering, Materials Engineering and Molecular Science,
Fisheries Science, Policies for Human-Environmental Symbiosis, and Environmental Conservation and Planning) and from the
previous three to four departments in the Doctoral Course (Systems Science, Marine Science and Technology, Materials Science, and
Environmental Science).

The goal of the School is to progressively develop existing fields of science and technology and to create new interdisciplinary studies
by integrating them. This is also clear from the fact that the School was set up by organizationally unifying quite different research
areas, with the basic educational philosophy of promoting interdisciplinary study systematically. Based on this firm educational policy,
the School has been steadily evolving from" Traditional” to* Innovational”. The School aims to raise highly creative professionals and
researchers with advanced research capability. The most distinguished aspect of the School is not that it simply combines the different
study fields of engineering, fisheries, and environmental studies, but also enables free research exchange across research boundaries
traditionally found in those areas.
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The Graduate School of Biomedical Sciences was established on April 1%, 2002 by combining existing Graduate Schools of Medical
Sciences, Dentistry, and Pharmaceutical Sciences. The main purpose of this establishment is to shift the research and education base
from undergraduate to graduate school, and to promote interdisciplinary research and advanced education responding to the growing
needs for specialists in the field of biomedical sciences. One of the school's objectives is to produce experienced researchers, educators,
and professionals who have acquired high-level specialized knowledge and capable of playing a focal role in the 21* century and in the
fields of life sciences and medicine: basic science, advanced medicine, drug development, health administration, and international
medical cooperation, thereby becoming an international research hub in education and research in the life sciences and medicine.
Master courses in Tropical Medicine and Health Sciences were established on April 1%, 2006.
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The Institute of Tropical Medicine aims to conduct comprehensive research on raging infectious diseases in tropical regions. The Institute consists of
three major research fields of Microbiology, Pathogenesis and Clinical Sciences, and Environmental Medicine, and the Research Center for Tropical
Infectious Diseases, which deals with epidemiology and provides information and reference works related to tropical diseases.

The Institute set up laboratories and offices in the Kenya Medical Research Institute in Nairobi, Kenya, and the National Institute of Hygiene and
Epidemiology in Hanoi, Vietnam, dispatching six professors, researchers, and administrative staff on a long-term basis to work on tropical diseases
research.

Tropical medicine research faces the inevitable fact that the bench is in the bush”, and must be done in the affected spots. Therefore, the Institute
maintains close linkage with institutions in Asia, Africa, and South America to further joint studies with them. The prevalence patterns of tropical
diseases differ depending on geographic, social, and economic factors. Thus, the Institute established the Collaboration Research System to help advance
multidisciplinary studies on tropical diseases.

Nagasaki Sanatorium, "Yojosho", the predecessor of Nagasaki University Hospital of Medicine and Dentistry, was the first western hospital in Japan,
founded in 1861 by Pompe van Meedervoort, a Dutch army doctor. It has since developed into a modern medical center over these 146 years. Up to the
present, its buildings have gone through many changes, but Dr. Pompe's teaching that the physician is accountable to the suffering patients, not to be
himself, has been passed on from generation to generation as the Hospital's fundamental spirit.

Nagasaki University Hospital conducts education and practical training for undergraduate students of Medicine and Dentistry, as well as postgraduate
clinical training. In addition, as an advanced treatment facility, it provides a high level of healthcare responding to a wide range of diseases. It not only
plays the core part of community health, but also develops healthcare contributing to international society. In December 2003, the Medical University
Hospital and the Dental University Hospital were united as the Nagasaki University Hospital of Medicine and Dentistry, to enrich medical services. It is
comprised of 32 specialties and 29 central consultation facilities with 869 beds.

Nagasaki University Hospital was certified by the Japan Council for Quality Health Care in March 2003, and efforts have continued to be underway in
the entire hospital to further advance the quality of healthcare.

Attestation of international standards for quality management systems 1ISO9001 was acquired in December, 2004, and patients' satisfaction and medical
risk management have been improving. In January, 2007, Nagasaki University Hospital was designated by the Ministry of Health, Labor and Welfare as
the Regional Base Hospital for Cancer Diagnosis and Treatment.

It promotes disease prevention, health maintenance,

physical, mental, gynecological, and dental problems. Furthermore, in order for students and staff to do self-checks on their own health condition, auto-
matic machines are available for measuring height, weight, body fat, and blood pressure, as well as optometric devices. For a fruitful campus life and a
renewed start for healthy life through the establishment of an appropriate life style, the Center provides a variety of supportive measures.

To achieve this mission, CICORN will
be a bridge between the University's research and training expertise and between the University and international organizations,
bilateral aid agencies, medical and research institutions, and civil society organizations partners.

CICORN will be a one-stop facility to develop, manage, implement and achieve important research outcomes starting with tropi-
cal medicine, radiation medicine, and marine biology and expanding to other university disciplines.

On the management side CICORN provides support to : design, implement and evaluate projects ; identify areas for research in
basic and applied science ; promote multidisciplinary approaches in basic and applied sciences and humanities ; and develop hu-
man resources for managing international research.

On the administrative side, CICORN provides support to : provide information on trends in research and international develop-
ment ; identify resources for research and applied projects ; identify domestic and international partners for research initiatives ;
and recruit and deploy personnel to overseas project sites.

Through research efforts carried out by the University, CICORN-managed projects will lead to better policy recommendations for
overall human development, contribute to development and management of information for scientific research, and result in hu-
man resource development through transfer of technical and leadership skills in international development.

CICORN is currently funded by the Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology (MEXT) of Japan, which is a
special fund to assist universities in Japan in becoming increasingly more competitive internationally in innovative research, de-
velopment and capacity building.

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The formal logo was designed in 1949 to raise a sense of common bonds among university members and to provide moral sup-
port for them in developing as a university. A Dutch ship representing Nagasaki, the only door for the Western culture during the
Period of Isolation, has the initial letters of Nagasaki University “N.U.” on its bow as well as the Chinese charactét [J [J ” mean-
ing “university” at its right.

With its reorganization into a National University Corporation, the existing symbol mark was modified on April 1, 2005 to es-
tablish the formal university logo.

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The informal logo was designed on April 1, 2005 for use in a variety of more casual occasions.
The yellow line in the center stands for “Students and Faculty”, while the green line on the right is for the “Land Area of Japan

and Its Territory” with its rich natural environment. The blue line on the left represents the “Vast Sea with the International Com-
munity” surrounding the “Land Area of Japan and Its Territory”.

The points where the lines intersect show “Harmony and Contribution” among the areas, and the yellow circles are meant to ex-
press “Creativity”.

Seen as a whole, the yellow line for the “Students and Faculty” and the green line for the “Land Area of Japan and Its Territory”
form the inverted Chinese character of “Person”, while the yellow line and the blue line for the “Vast Sea with the International
Community" configure “Person” again. All together the lines shape the letter “N” for Nagasaki University.
