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Historical Sketch

On November 12, 1857, Dutch army surgeon Pompe van Meerdervoort initiated medical

lectures in the Dutch language to government doctor Ryojyun Matsumoto and１１other

persons. This medical school called Igaku Denshusho is the origin of today's School of

Medicine as well as Nagasaki University.

１８５７．１１ ・Igaku Denshusho was established

１８６０ ・Yojosho (Sanatorium) was established for
citizens with the facilities for the hospital,
chemical, pharmaceutics, library, autopsy, and
clinical training. (origin of today’s University
Hospital of Medicine and Dentistry)

１８６１．９ ・Yojosho (Sanatorium) was improved and
Igakusho was built next to it. (Facilities for
medical education institution were completed.)

１８６５ ・Yojosho (Sanatorium) was renamed Seitokukan
School of Medicine. In October, Bunseki
Kyurijyo (educational institution to teach basic
science including physics and chemistry) was
established.

１８６８．１０ ・Seitokukan School of Medicine was renamed
the Nagasaki City School of Medicine.

１８６９ ・Nagasaki City School of Medicine was
renamed Nagasaki Prefectural School of
Medicine.

１８７１．１０ ・The Ministry of Education held jurisdiction
over Nagasaki Prefectural School of Medicine
and changed its name to National Nagasaki
Medical School.

１８７４ ・Due to troop deployment in Taiwan, education
function of National Nagasaki Medical School
was discontinued whereas hospital function
was transferred to the branch hospital.

２ ・National Nagasaki Normal School was
established.

３ ・Nagasaki Elementary School Teacher Training
Center was established.

１８７５ ・Due to the completion of troop deployment in
Taiwan, buildings of the branch hospital were
transferred to Nagasaki Prefecture. With a
subsidy from the Japanese government,
Nagasaki Hospital was established.

２ ・Nagasaki Elementary School Teacher Training
Center was renamed Training Center.

１１ ・Elementary School affiliated with National
Nagasaki Normal School was established.

１８７６．１ ・Training Center was renamed Training Center
for Elementary School Teacher.

５ ・Training Center for Elementary School Teacher
was renamed Nagasaki Prefectural Normal
School.

６ ・Nagasaki Hospital Medical Training Center
was established in Nagasaki Hospital to resume
medical education.

１８７７．４ ・Nagasaki Prefectural Normal School was
renamed Kiyo Normal School.

１８７８．１ ・Nagasaki Hospital Medical Training Center
was renamed Nagasaki Medical School.

２ ・National Nagasaki Normal School was
discontinued. Its buildings and equipment were
transferred to Nagasaki Prefecture.

６ ・Kiyo Normal School was renamed Nagasaki
Normal School.

１８７９．１ ・Nagasaki Medical School became prefectural
and had Nagasaki Hospital become its
affiliated school.

１８８３ ・According to the Ordinance of the Ministry of
Education, Nagasaki Medical School was
designated as a Class A medical school.
(Medical license could be granted after
graduation without taking national
examinations. Only 13 such schools existed in
Japan.)

１８８４．６ ・Nagasaki Prefectural Women’s Normal School
was established.

１８８６．４ ・Nagasaki Prefectural Women’s Normal School
merged with Nagasaki Normal School and
established its Women’s Branch.

６ ・Nagasaki Normal School, Women’s Branch
established its affiliated kindergarten.

６ ・According to the Normal School Ordinance,
Nagasaki Normal School was renamed
Nagasaki Prefectural Normal School for
Primary Education.
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１８８７．８ ・According to the Higher Middle School
Ordinance, the Fifth Higher Middle School,
Department of Medicine was established.
Nagasaki Medical School was discontinued in
September.

１８９０．６ ・The Division of Pharmaceutical Sciences was
established in the Fifth Higher Middle School,
Department of Medicine. (origin of today’s
School of Pharmaceutical Sciences)

１８９１．９ ・The Fifth Higher Middle School, Department
of Medicine and its Division of Pharmaceutical
Sciences were relocated to a new building in
Urakami Yamazato-mura, Nishisonogi-gun.
(origin of the later establishment of Sakamoto
Campus)

１８９４．９ ・According to the Higher School Ordinance, the
Fifth Higher Middle School, Department of
Medicine and its Division of Pharmaceutical
Sciences were renamed the Fifth Higher School,
Department of Medicine and its Division of
Pharmaceutical Sciences, respectively.

１８９８．４ ・According to the Teacher Education Ordinance,
Nagasaki Prefectural Normal School for
Primary Education was renamed Nagasaki
Prefectural Normal School.

１９０１．３ ・According to the Specialized School Ordinance,
the Fifth Higher School, Department of
Medicine became independent from the Fifth
Higher School and established Nagasaki
Specialized School of Medicine as well as its
Division of Pharmaceutical Sciences.

１９０３ ・Nagasaki Prefectural Nagasaki Hospital
Training School for Nurses was established.

１９０５．３ ・Nagasaki Higher Commercial School was
established. (origin of today’s Faculty of
Economics on Katafuchi Campus)

１９０８．４ ・Nagasaki Prefectural Normal School, Women’s
Branch became independent from Nagasaki
Prefectural Norman School and established
Nagasaki Prefectural Women’s Normal School.

１９１７．５ ・The Department of Overseas Trade was
established in Nagasaki Higher Commercial
School.

１９２０．１１ ・Research Building was donated to Nagasaki
Higher Commercial School. (today’s Keirin
Hall)

１９２１ ・Nagasaki Prefectural School of Teacher
Training for Vocational Supplementary School
Education was established in Isahaya-machi.

１９２２．４ ・Nagasaki Prefecture donated Nagasaki Hospital
to the Japanese government. Nagasaki Hospital
was renamed Hospital of Nagasaki Specialized
School of Medicine.

・Nagasaki Specialized School of Medicine
Training School for Nurses and Midwives was
established.

１９２３．３ ・Nagasaki Specialized School of Medicine was
promoted to Nagasaki Medical College by the
National Medical College System and
established its Specialized School of Medicine
and Specialized School of Pharmaceutics.

・Hospital of Nagasaki Specialized School of
Medicine was renamed Nagasaki Medical
College Hospital and established its Training
School for Nurses and Midwives.

１９２５．４ ・Nagasaki Medical College, Specialized School
of Medicine was discontinued.

１９２８ ・The Department of Fisheries was established in
Nagasaki Prefectural School of Teacher
Training for Vocational Supplementary School
Education. (origin of today’s Faculty of
Fisheries)

１９２９．２ ・Nagasaki Medical College Hospital Training
School for Nurses and Midwives was renamed
Nagasaki Medical College Hospital Training
School for Midwives and Nurses.

３ ・The Advanced Course of Trade was established
in Nagasaki Higher Commercial School.

１２ ・Nagasaki Medical College Nomo Marine
Biological Laboratory was established.

１９３５．４ ・Nagasaki Prefectural School of Teacher
Training for Vocational Supplementary School
Education was renamed Nagasaki Prefectural
School of Teacher Training for Youth School
Education.

１９３７．４ ・Nagasaki prefectural Normal School was
relocated to a new building in
Nishiurakami-mura, Nishisonogi-gun. (site of
today’s Elementary School and Lower
Secondary School affiliated with the Faculty of
Education)
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１９３９．５ ・Nagasaki Medical College Temporary
Specialized School of Medicine was
established.

１９４２．３ ・Nagasaki Prefectural School of Teacher
Training for Youth School Education, Women’s
School was established in Isahaya Women’s
High School.

４ ・Nagasaki Medical College East Asia Research
Institute of Endemics was established. (origin
of today’s Institute of Tropical Medicine)

９ ・Nagasaki Higher Commercial School Research
Building was renamed Great East Asia
Economic Research Institute.

１９４３．４ ・According to the Normal School Education
Ordinance, Nagasaki Prefectural Normal
School and Nagasaki Prefectural Women’s
Normal School were merged to establish
National Nagasaki Normal School and was
promoted to specialized school category.

１９４４．３ ・Nagasaki Higher Commercial School was
renamed Nagasaki Specialized School of
Economics.

４ ・Nagasaki Specialized School of Economics
established Nagasaki Specialized School of
Industrial Management on its campus.

・According to the Normal School Education
Ordinance, Nagasaki Prefectural School of
Teacher Training for Youth School Education
(Men’s Branch and Women’s Branch) became
National Nagasaki Youth Normal School, and
was promoted to specialized school category.
Nagasaki Prefectural School of Teacher
Training for Youth School Education,
Department of Fisheries was discontinued.

・Nagasaki Medical College Temporary
Specialized School of Medicine was renamed
Nagasaki Medical College Specialized School
of Medicine.

１９４５．６ ・Nagasaki Medical College Hospital Training
School for Midwives and Nurses was renamed
Nagasaki Medical College Hospital Women’s
School of Public Welfare.

８ ・The atomic bomb was dropped in Nagasaki
City. A total of 979 teachers and students were
victimized: 897 from Nagasaki Medical
College (including Specialized School of
Medicine and Specialized School of
Pharmaceutics), 54 from Nagasaki Normal
School, 27 from Nagasaki Higher Commercial
School, and one from Nagasaki Youth Normal
School.
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・History of Reconstruction after the atomic bombing is as follows.

１９４６．４ ・Nagasaki Specialized School of Industrial
Management was discontinued. Great East Asia
Economic Research Institute was renamed
Institute of Industry Management.

・Nagasaki Medical College East Asia Research
Institute of Endemics was renamed Nagasaki
Medical College Research Institute of
Endemics.

１９４７．３ ・Nagasaki Medical College Specialized School
of Medicine was discontinued.

５ ・Nagasaki Higher School (under the old system
of education) was established.

１９４８．４ ・Nagasaki Youth Normal School, Department of
Fisheries was reestablished.

１９４９．５ ・Under the National School Establishment Law,
Nagasaki University merged with Nagasaki
Medical College, Nagasaki Medical College
Specialized School of Pharmaceutics, Nagasaki
Specialized School of Economics, Nagasaki
Normal School, Nagasaki Youth Normal
School, and Nagasaki Higher School to create
a new University. It then established five
faculties; Arts and Sciences (Course of
Elementary School Teacher Training, Course of
Lower Secondary School and High School
Teacher Training), Economics (Department of
Economics and Department of Commerce),
Medicine (School of Medicine),
Pharmaceutical Sciences (School of Pharmacy),
and Fisheries (Department of Fisheries,
Department of Marine Products Processing,
and Department of Fishery Stock
Enhancement), one library, and the Research
Institute of Endemics. The Faculty of Arts and
Sciences and the School of Medicine further
set up the Elementary School, Lower
Secondary School, Kindergarten, Hospital, and
Nursing School.

１９５０．３ ・Nagasaki Higher School was discontinued.

５ ・The Departments of General Education in
Omura and Nagasaki Campuses were
restructured to establish Nagasaki University,
Omura Branch.

１９５１．３ ・Junior College of Business was established.

１９５４．４ ・Nagasaki University, Omura Branch was
renamed Nagasaki University Extension
Campus.

・The Advanced Course was established in the
Faculty of Economics.

１９５５．４ ・Research Division System was introduced into
the School of Medicine.

・Graduate School of Medical Sciences was
established.

・School of Midwifery was established in the
School of Medicine.

１９５６．１ ・The Student Advising Department was
renamed the Student Services Department.

４ ・The Advanced Course was established in the
School of Pharmaceutical Sciences.

１９６０．３ ・Nagasaki Medical College was discontinued.

４ ・The Advanced Course was established in the
Faculty of Fisheries.

１９６２．４ ・Atomic Bomb Disease Institute was established
in the School of Medicine.

１９６４．４ ・Faculty of Liberal Arts was established.
(Extension Campus was discontinued)

・Construction of the training ship “Nagasaki-
Maru” of the Faculty of Fisheries was
completed.
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１９６５．３ ・The Advanced Course in the School of
Pharmaceutical Sciences was discontinued.

４ ・Graduate School of Pharmaceutical Sciences
was established.

・The Advanced Course was established in the
Faculty of Arts and Sciences.

Formal Logo

The formal logo was designed in 1949 to raise a sense of common bonds among university
members and to provide moral support for them in developing as a university. A Dutch ship
representing Nagasaki, the only door for the Western culture during the Period of Isolation,
has the initial letters of Nagasaki University “N.U.” on its bow as well as the Chinese
character“大學”meaning “university” at its right.
With its reorganization into a National University Corporation, the existing symbol mark was
modified on April 1, 2005 to establish the formal university logo.

Informal Logo
The informal logo was designed on April 1, 2005 for use in a variety of more casual
occasions.
The yellow line in the center stands for “Students and Faculty”, while the green line on the
right is for the “Land Area of Japan and Its Territory” with its rich natural environment. The
blue line on the left represents the “Vast Sea with the International Community” surrounding
the “Land Area of Japan and Its Territory”.
The points where the lines intersect show “Harmony and Contribution” among the areas, and
the yellow circles are meant to express “Creativity”.
Seen as a whole, the yellow line for the “Students and Faculty” and the green line for the
“Land Area of Japan and Its Territory” form the inverted Chinese character of “Person”,
while the yellow line and the blue line for the “Vast Sea with the International Community”
configure “Person” again. All together the lines shape the letter “N” for Nagasaki University.
