English Communication 111

The aim of this course is to combine English language skills with interesting content which will
be presented by learners in small groups. Content will be decided by individual learners. The
instructor”s role will be to raise learner awareness of ways to practice English language skills,
the role of world English in our lives, and culture values and attitudes. Students will be asked
to do an interview, a survey and a Mind Map with respect to the above.

Students should be prepared to read one graded reader a week from the library (2" FI1.)
A notebook for writing, colored pens and highlight pens are necessary. Also a Clear File (20pockets)
to keep class handouts is required.

1st Make name cards, introductions: meet teacher and classmates. Introduce class reading.
Homework. Borrow a book from the library and read it. Interview an older student in your
department about something they learned to do.

2nd Class reading, learn about class writing. Present findings of Interview with group
members. Talk about ways of learning English. Homework. Create a poster of what you have
learned.

3rd Class reading, class writing. Learn Talk Model and Listen Model. Practice in pairs.
Present your poster to your group. Posters are collected.

4th Class reading, class writing. Look at Mind Maps. Learn Mind map rules.

Homework. Choose a Mind map topic and create a Mind map.

5th Class reading, class writing. Watch Mind map presentation video. Learn about
presentation introductions and conclusions. Homework: Write an introduction and conclusion.
6th Class reading, class writing. Practice Talk Model and Listen Model in pairs.

Homework: Write the body of your presentation.

7th Class reading, Class writing. Presentation Day. Hand in Mind map and written intro-
duction, body and conclusion.

8th Class reading, class writing. Midterm Review. Homework. Decide next Mind map idea.
9th Class reading, class writing. Practice Talk Model and Listen Model in pairs. Homework:
Write introduction, body and conclusion.

10th Class reading, class writing. Presentation Day. Hand in Mind map and written intro-
duction, body and conclusion.

11th Class reading, class writing. Practice Talk Model and Listen Model. Homework:
Interview a student about a *book they read in English. Homework. Make a Mind map or
Poster.

12th Presentation Day. Hand in Mind map/Poster.

13th Class reading, class writing. Practice Talk Model and Listen Model. Homework.: To be
announced.

14th Class reading, class writing. Practice Talk Model and Listen Model. Homework: same
