As reported the other day, there have been many worrisome events such as a nationwide
increase in new corona patients and flood damage in Kumamoto. We would like to
extend our deepest sympathies to those whose families have suffered disasters.

Recently, there have been news reports about one of our students being caught with
cannabis and a bomb advance notice at our university, as I think you know from various
notices. Last week, there was also a case of a new type of coronavirus infection among
our students. We have sent separate notices regarding this, so I will refrain from

commenting here.

This e-mail is meant to provide tips and things to be aware of regarding your student
life. Some people will read it enthusiastically, and some will not. For example, if you do
not read notifications and notification emails, you will lose out on some chances. All
information necessary for university life is promptly transmitted in such emails. If you
do not read the warnings, explanations, and notices from the university headquarters

and departments carefully, it may interfere with your university life.

Sometimes someone might complain, "I didn't read it!", but in some cases, there is
nothing that can be done. The same applies to syllabi, instruction manuals, membership
agreements, and various contracts. If you do not read it, you may lose money or

opportunities, hurt your life, or endanger your life.

Also, some people may be worried or anxious if they do not read these things. Some
people deliver something random because they failed to read the relevant material. It is

important to read carefully.

I think that many younger generations get information mainly from videos such as those
on YouTube. There is nothing wrong with this in itself, but if you don't read, your world
won't expand. Read newspapers, read magazines, read manga, read books, look at maps

and read the commentary, read literature, read dissertations... By reading print, it is
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natural that we will improve reading comprehension and vocabulary, but we will also
mature as human beings. You will be able to protect yourself and to mature. This

connects to research and work.

I think that the more you read, the richer and more diverse your humanity will become.

Also, the more you read, the better you will be at writing and talking.
