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The purpose of this class is to provide students with exposure to realistic models of English, and engage them in
personalized and motivating language tasks which are designed to build vocabulary, increase grammar awareness, and develop

the use of functional phrases.

This class will be taught using various methods including lectures, listening exercises using CDs, group-work, and

discussions. Every effort will be made to include topics and situations which arise in the field of the students” major subject area.

The main goal of this course is to provide students with the opportunity to communicate in English in a
meaningful context where they will be encouraged to describe their experiences and express their opinions and ideas on a broad

array of topics.

The course book activities are mainly
comprised of speaking and listening exercises, which are designed to help students acquire common language functions in

English. The course book will sometimes be supplemented with additional aural exercises and hand-outs from the teacher.
