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This course is designed to improve students” proficiency in listening and speaking English.  Students will be
acquainted with different listening purposes and listening strategies that will help them develop their skills especially in selective
listening for information needed. Students will practice using the target language appropriate for different social contexts and
move towards more open-ended speaking tasks.

Audiovisual materials will be used to provide listening practice and present target language in appropriate
contexts . Various activities including role play, information gap etc. will be used to encourage students to communicate with
one another. Self-study tasks and homework focusing on language functions practiced in class will be assigned.

By the end of the course, students would be able to:

- demonstrate their understanding of dialogues and monologues presenting target functions and contents
within the range of the topics covered by completing required activities;

- improve their proficiency in communication and use correct language functions in different situations;

- express their ideas concerning various topics covered in class.
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The content will cover listening strategies/purposes, dialogues presenting selected everyday
communicative functions as well as monologues ranging from simple announcements and instructions to short stories, anecdotes
and weather broadcasts. Listening will be used as a point of departure to speaking practice.
