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: The class aims to give learners opportunities to develop English fluency. Learners will be challenged to add
their own life experience, details and examples to interview topics. Opportunities to interact in pairs and small groups will be
maximized. There will be plenty of opportunities to ask questions and get examples from the instructor. Learners are encouraged
to give everything in the class a try and to do their homework!

The focus of class time will be: Interview Topic + Topic Map + Active Listening = Conversation. Recording room
days will be opportunities for learners to record themselves and to listen to examples on Ms. Ruhl’s Home Page. Weekly
extensive reading and writing will be maintained over the weeks.

By the end of the course, learners would be able to:
- organize experiences, details and examples to talk about themselves;
- realize the importance of active listening and demonstrate basic active listening ability;
- see improvement in writing fluency and reading fluency.
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Using interview questions, learners will write about themselves. Then they will interview a partner and
write about their partner. A map of the interview will be introduced. Learners will add their details and examples to the maps.
Using the maps, learners will practice talking and active listening.
